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Why Are Science and Religion Moving Further Apart? 
MIT/Princeton-educated Physicist gives the answer
There’s good science, which expands our minds: From the pictures beamed back from Neptune by the Voyager 2 spacecraft 15 years ago this year, to black holes, quasars, quarks and the genetic mapping of life. Voyager in particular recalls the scientific revolution that began with Newton, for it is fundamentally Newton’s discoveries that guided Voyager to fly within 3000 miles of the surface of Neptune!
There’s bad science, which confuses us: Deep misunderstanding of the scientific method’s place in our thinking destroys fully human thinking and even threatens to undermine science itself. This century threatens to complete the job by overtaking the last bastion of common sense -- the common-man. Every new gadget seems to confirm science and the misplaced understanding, slowly coaxing more people over the edge.

There’s good religion, which confirms our nature: Teaches people to love God and their fellowman, knowing that because of his ability to reason, each person is a reflection of the image of God. 

There’s bad religion, which confounds our nature: Teaches people that human thinking is untrustworthy and should be expunged and replaced with personal religious feeling, which, like all mere feeling, can and does move suddenly in destructive directions. 
The potent force of scientism is rapidly destroying good religion and fomenting bad religion. Man needs both good religion and good science. Dr. Anthony Rizzi, author of the new book The Science Before Science: A Guide to Thinking in the 21st Century, notes the increasing alienation in our modern world that comes from bad science. The crisis requires that we face facts –science can no longer be ignored.
Dr. Rizzi confronts the crisis head-on refocusing us on the original calling of science – to discover truth.  This purpose is critical to us now more than ever. In so doing, he tackles often avoided issues like:
1. How people can keep science and their common sense: There is more to life than just matter.  

2. How a fuller science naturally leads to proofs for the existence of God. 

3. Evolution and creation are quite compatible -- not mutually exclusive.  

4. Time travel: forward and backward -- are they possible?  

5. Are there other forms of intelligence in the universe? Are we about to produce artificial intelligence?  

6. Will scientists ever create a man?  How do we objectively decide issues like cloning?  

And much, much more about how science can help us do good and avoid evil.
